RATIONALE:
Psychiatric symptoms are often under diagnosed and under treated. Using appropriate measures will assure that
psychiatric symptoms are properly diagnosed and treated so as to not interfere with functioning levels.
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CLINICAL RECOMMENDATION STATEMENTS:

e Clinicians should be aware of dopamine dysregulation syndrome, an uncommon disorder in which
dopaminergic medication misuse is associated with abnormal behaviors, including hypersexuality,
pathological gambling and stereotypic motor acts. This syndrome may be difficult to manage. (Level D) (1)

e Clinicians should have a low threshold for diagnosing depression in PD. (Level D) (1)

e All people with PD and psychosis should receive a general medical evaluation and treatment for any
precipitating condition. (Level D) (1)

e Patients should be warned about the potential for dopamine agonists to cause impulse control disorders and
excessive daytime somnolence and be informed of the implications for driving/operating machinery. (Level
A (2)

e Self-rating or clinician-rated scales may be used to screen for depression in patients with Parkinson’'s
Disease. (Level C) (2)

5. Check Telehealth Modifier:
