RATIONALE:

Acknowledgment of the critical importance of time to reperfusion for obtaining favorable outcomes in myocardial
revascularization has led to the formation of similar initiatives as a measure of effective systems to enable an
endovascular treatment program for acute stroke. Multiple hospital systems must interact effectively to enable patients
presenting from any location to be assessed clinically and undergo imaging to ascertain if they are candidates for
endovascular therapies. By ensuring a door to puncture time of less than 2 hours, stroke patients are given the best
chance of functional recovery.

CLINICAL RECOMMENDATION STATEMENTS:
This measure is supported by the multispecialty guidelines for intra-arterial catheter directed stroke treatment
published in 2013.
