RATIONALE: 
Presence of antibiotics in the blood and tissue during and after surgery can prevent infection. Cephalosporins are 
currently the drug of choice for antimicrobial prophylaxis due to their broad-spectrum effect and low occurrence of 
adverse reactions. 

CLINICAL RECOMMENDATION STATEMENTS: 
For most procedures, cefazolin is the drug of choice for prophylaxis because it is the most widely studied 
antimicrobial agent, with proven efficacy. It has a desirable duration of action, spectrum of activity against organisms 
commonly encountered in surgery, reasonable safety, and low cost. (ASHP, 2013) 

Cephalosporins and carbapenems should not be used for surgical prophylaxis in patients with documented or 
presumed IgE mediated penicillin allergy (e.g., anaphylaxis, urticaria, bronchospasm) (ASHP, 2013). 
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Cephalosporins and carbapenems can safely be used in patients with an allergic reaction to penicillins that is not an 
IgE mediated reaction or is not exfoliative dermatitis (Stevens-Johnson syndrome, toxic epidermal necrolysis), a life- 
threatening hypersensitivity reaction that can be caused by b-lactam antimicrobials and other medications. Patients 
should be carefully questioned about their history of antimicrobial allergies to determine whether a true allergy exists 
before selection of agents for prophylaxis. Patients with allergies to cephalosporins, penicillins, or both have been 
excluded from many clinical trials. Alternatives to b-lactam antimicrobials are provided in Table 2 [of the guideline] 
based mainly on the antimicrobial activity profiles against predominant procedure-specific organisms and available 
clinical data (ASHP, 2013).
