Numerator Instructions:

For performance, the measure will be calculated as the number of patient's encounter(s) where antibiotics from
Table 1 were neither prescribed nor dispensed on or within three days of the episode for URI over the total
number of encounters in the denominator. A higher score indicates appropriate treatment of patients with URI
(e.g., the proportion for whom antibiotics were not prescribed or dispensed following the episode). Delayed
prescriptions (where an antibiotic was prescribed and patient was instructed to delay taking the antibiotic) are
considered “Performance Not Met”.

Most upper respiratory infections (URI), also known as the common cold, are caused by viruses that require no
antibiotic treatment. Too often, antibiotics are prescribed inappropriately, which can lead to antibiotic resistance (when
antibiotics can no longer cure bacterial infections). In the United States, at least 2 million antibiotic-resistant illnesses
and 23,000 deaths occur each year, at a cost to the U.S. economy of at least $30 billion.
