RATIONALE:

Nonadherence to cardioprotective medications is prevalent among outpatients with coronary artery disease and can
be associated with a broad range of adverse outcomes, including all-cause and cardiovascular mortality,
cardiovascular hospitalizations, and the need for revascularization procedures.

In the absence of contraindications, ACE inhibitors or ARBs are recommended for all patients with a diagnosis of
coronary artery disease and diabetes or reduced left ventricular systolic function. ACE inhibitors remain the first
choice, but ARBs can now be considered a reasonable alternative. Both pharmacologic agents have been shown to
decrease the risk of death, myocardial infarction, and stroke. Additional benefits of ACE inhibitors include the
reduction of diabetic symptoms and complications for patients with diabetes.
