AHA/ACC Guidelines for Preventing Heart Attack and Death in Patients With Atherosclerotic Cardiovascular
Disease: 2001 Update

CLINICAL RECOMMENDATION STATEMENTS:

The American College of Cardiology (ACC) and the American Heart Association (AHA) recommend that high-intensity
statin therapy should be initiated or continued as first-line therapy in women and men less than or equal to 75 years of
age who have clinical atherosclerotic cardiovascular disease, unless contraindicated.

In November 2013, the ACC and AHA Task Force on Practice Guidelines released updated guidance for the treatment
of blood cholesterol. The new recommendations remove treatment targets for LDL-C for the primary or secondary
prevention of atherosclerotic cardiovascular disease (ASCVD) and recommend high or moderate intensity statin therapy
based on patient risk factors. Four major statin benefit groups were identified for whom ASCVD risk clearly outweighs
the risk of adverse events. Individuals with ASCVD are one of the identified groups.

Based on trials involving other secondary prevention therapies, the ACC and AHA recommend aspirin in all patients,
unless contraindicated, with established coronary and other atherosclerotic vascular disease, including peripheral
arterial disease, atherosclerotic aortic disease, and carotid artery disease. The ACC and AHA also recommend the use
of other antiplatelet agents based on disease type and clinical conditions.

Patients with blood pressure greater than or equal to 140/90 mm Hg should be treated, as tolerated, with blood pressure
medication, treating initially with beta blockers and/or ACE inhibitors, with addition of other drugs as needed to achieve
goal blood pressure.
